August 7, 2023
Dear Parishioners,

Starting after Labor Day, Sunday, September 10, 2023, the 10am Mass will be adjusted to
9:30am. This schedule change reflects the desired goal of involving the parents and children in
faith formation with the opportunity for regular Sunday Mass attendance, which unfortunately
has been a worsening, growing trend over the last several decades for many reasons (starting in
the 1970’s & the aftermath of Covid-19 in recent times).

The Diocese of Metuchen has encouraged parishes that can do so to move their faith instruction
connected to the parish Sunday Mass so that both parent and child together can attend Mass and
be formed in the faith as a family. Instruction time will ensue immediately following the Mass (or
before) for a period of 30 minutes give or take. During the time of their instruction, parents will
likewise be encouraged to meet for faith formation/discussion. Those parents and children
attending faith formation will be able to attend either the 9:30am or 11:30am Mass respectively.

As ever, the Church has always taught that parents are the first (best) teachers of their children
in the life of faith. It is my hope that in cultivating such opportunities that more parents will be
graced to live the faith so that the Christian education might be fulfilled and enhanced by their
example and word for the sake of their children.

While the parish is always committed to work with parents in helping them to form their children,
the parish family, catechists, volunteers, and clergy are present and available to support and
enhance what parents are to do in their role in leading and rearing the child in his/her moral and
spiritual development.

Each year we ask parents to sign a statement (i.e., reminder of their duty) that they fully
understand and accept that they must intend to practice the Catholic Faith by regularly attending
Mass on Sunday and Holy Days. Unfortunately, the tenor of our times would have us understand
or dismiss that God’s Commandments are merely suggestions, not loving actions that build and
sustain genuine faith and Christian virtue required for the salvation that Christ Himself offers so
generously.

Please join me in prayer for the success of another faith formation year whereby we wish to
accompany our dear parents and children as they learn together how to love, serve, and honor
God in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass and the Roman Catholic Tradition. May God bless our faith
formation directors, Cathy Ondrejack & Jane Magliulo, and all catechists in their role of assisting
in the grand work of evangelization in Christ.
